The thunderstor~ map for Tasmania j for 1956 j is attached 
for the information of Observers. It will be noticed that two 
figures are shovm adjacent to the place names. The first 
figure is the progressive annual average for three years j and 
the second figure refers to the year 1956. The histograms 
show the monthly distribution of thunderstorm days at typical 
centres throughout the State. 

This information is being studied together with data on 
the number and severity of lightning strokes to ground so as to 
provide reliable information which will be of considerable 
importance in the design of electricity transmission systems. 

The contribution of Observers throughout Tasmania is 
appreciated by the Committee responsible for the work in this 
State, who look forward to your continued interest and support. 
The new form (Form A/1956) provides columns for all relevant 
information, and Observers' remarks in each column are helpful 
in studying the results. It is particularly important that a 
return should b8 submitted for every month, even if no thunder 
is heard.
