These are more
extreme conditions perhaps than you expect to use, but it is
a warning. I agree that no 4/3 factor for earth radius is
adequate, T am doubtful if you can get consistency to a
minute of arc. Summarising, my rsaction is that you cannot
predict with certainty what you will get - not to accuracies
of a minute of arce You must try it and see.

I should like to mention that Bolton is in Europe
and is hoping to return via the U.S.A. about October.
