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otherwise. It is readily portable and light, extremely safe,
faster than ladders over 30', and equal in price to about
four aluminium ladders.

The two types are used for different giZes of trees,
that for smaller trees under 12" diameter, bregdtd height has
webbing hoops whilst that for larger trees has metal ones.

We have used the second type on trees of 72" girth breadth breasks.
height.

The cost is approximately the same for both I
think. In 1965 the price of a webbing hoop one was A£47.14.11
plus £11.2.0 for the safety belt. However full details can be
