It
seems that a long time ago (million years perhaps) the
crater was full and ran over the high west ®lde. These
flows arec the ones we wiklked upon. They are light red brown
and the corners all smoothed off. This change in color
plus the weathering show them to be very old. At a few
places amall patches of- lava dust less than an inch thick
ancd 2 few couare feet area could be found. These are the
products of woathering., Most is blown off by the wind.
There is no cinder or ash of any kind present which means
that the lava fountains in the orater are not sufficiently
strong to send up jets above the edge of the rim. If they
had been the trade winds would gertainly blown a lot of
epatter over where we cgould find it. On the way back %o
track I walked down side of mountain about a mile and then
back in a big loep. No where could I find any cracks or
f,m].t.inf. This means that the mountain is very solid along
the west edge. UNaturally no new flowe could be found if
there were no vents. The rock of Mauna Loa is similar to
Haleakala excep® that it is more porus and much like pumice,
- It occurs in two kinds. The Pahoehoe is more liguid and
such flows are real.tively smooth and easy to walk upon.
The Aa is much rougher and cute up onees shoss. 1 brought a
sample b.ck with we. Lower down on the north and northeast
sides several cracks could be Iiund where new Jlows came
out. The roud got across these by in chunks and
filling with crushed lava. In any caze tup of Mauna Loa
. appears guite safe. :gfpmtly no foundations will be
broken by cracks or fuulis wnc no eguipmeut will be ruined
by lava fountains. The usain danger would be fumes blown
over by the traue winds the possibility of being cutoff
on the road up by flows lower down which might come out of
the cracks on side. The top is sulficiently large to put
up any conceivable type of siructure and install an alrport
too! This place has possiblities for the I{uture. Now it
is much too hdd to get to. We left there about 4pm and
arrived at Kulani about 6: . Its a long hdd drive and
I was never so happy to get back to prison in all my life!
Ve ate dinner there and then came on bsck to Hile, arriving
at about Bpm. It is the kind of trip one doean't want to
miss but neither does one want to do it often.

In a couple of monthe we intend to make &nother junket
up Mauna Kea. That mountain ieelightly higher and much more
steep. I'll tell you about it when we get back.
