Venus, in Leo, the lion, will appear to 
iink lower in the western evening sky 
each evening, On the 15tl1 it will set an 
hour and a half after sunset. Before the 
end of the month, it will disappear com­
IPlet~ly from view. .. . 

Mars will appear to move .f rom the 
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constellation or G emini, the twins, into 
Cancer, the crab, v isible low in the east­
ern morning sky j ust before sunrise . 

Jupiter, in Pi sces, the fishes, is high 
in the morning sky. 

Saturn is low in the western evening 
sky, in Leo, the lion, until the 13th or 
14th, thereafter in Virgo, the virgin. 

The annular eclipse of the sun, sched­
uled for Sept. I, wili not be v is ible in 
Hawaii. It will be seen in Africa and 
the Atlantic Ocean .

STARS IN THE SUMlIlER SKY 
The big dipper has swung into the 

northwestern sky, but its " poin ter's" still 
show the direction of ,the pole starr The 
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dipper's handle points straight south , 
toward the bright star, Arcturus, in 
Bootcs, the herdsman or bear driver . 

Southeast from Arcturus is Spica, 
bright star in the foot of the v irgin. Be­
tween Spica and Antares, red star in 
the scorpion, is the small zodiac 'con ­
stelta tion of Libra, the scales. Long ago 
this group made up the Claw s of the 
scorpion. 

Toward the zenith ' from Arcturus is 
the curve of the northern crown, sport­
ing one bright jewel, Alphecca. To the 
southeast is Ophiuchus, the man hold­
ing the serpent in his hands. 

To the north is the vague form of the 
giant. Hercules, north of. which is the 
head of the dragon, Draco, with two 
bright eyes. Its body twists vand turns 
northwestward -between the two bears. 

East of Hercules is the very bright 
star,.ve~a,.iQ ' tbe 'f~i n, hal:9, East al:ain 
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Limits ofMilky.Way
 

is Cygnus, the swan, the blrd's body and 
long ne ck making up the "n or ther n 
cross" with Dcneb at its top. 

Pegasus, the flying horse, is just ris­
ing; its "great square" forming a prom, 
inent landmark in the autumn sky. TO) 
the south of Cygnus are several small 
cons tell a t ions : the dolphin, the little fox, 
the arrow, and .the little horse. Aquila, 
the eagle, is made prominent by Altair, 

In the south, the' zodiac constellation 
of the archer is shooting an ' arrow into 
the scorpion. He is followed (to th<i 
east) by the seagoat and the water cnr­
rter, Beneath his Ieet arc the southern 
crown, the telescope, and the southe,'. 
triangle. 

Alpha and Beta Ceritaui-i are just vl1l­
ible in the southwest, as Fomalhaut 
(pronounced ·foe- mal - ow e ) in the 9outb-­
